Data on Workforce

At every ten years, the government of India carries out Census of all the Indians. The Government of India Census is the prime source of information for policy formulations. Academics too rely on the Census data. Quality of the Census data can often be poor. Census enumerators have no incentives to be rigorous on the job, and respondents tend to underreport their well being. 

While Census covers many issues, there is a large focus on Workforce data. The Workforce data is collected under three categories- Others, Scheduled Castes [SC] and Scheduled Tribes [STS]. In the official lexicon, Dalits are described as SCs. While main focus of this site is on Dalits [SCs], I will try to bring data on STs as well.

Definitions

Cultivators- Independent farmers who either do farming on their own land or land taken on rent. 

Agricultural Laboureres- Farm workers whose main source of livelihood is working on landlords’ farms. One of the largest Workforce categories, the farm Workers is India’s most deprived and oppressed social classes. Least paid, the farmer workers bear the brunt of feudal atrocities.  

Workers in Household Industry- Tiny entrepreneurs who produce goods within the confine of their homes and employing none from outside the family. 

Other Workers- Workers other than the above three- government employees, professionals, factory workers, service sector employees etc. 

Table-1 contains data on all Indians. Table-2 is about SC [Dalits], and Table-3 is about STs [Tribals]
